Mr. Hock is founder and CEO Emeritus of VISA International. In 1968, he developed the concept of a global system for the exchange of value and a unique new concept of organization for that purpose. He is currently founder and Coordinating Director of The Chaordic Alliance, a nonprofit committed to the formation of practical, innovative organizations that blend competition and cooperation to address critical societal issues, and to the development of new organizational concepts that result in more equitable distribution of power and wealth and are more compatible with the human spirit and biosphere. In 1991, Hock became one of thirty living Laureates of the Business Hall of Fame. In 1992, he was recognized as one of the eight individuals who most changed the way people live in the past quarter century.
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Joel Getzendanner is a founding Board Member of the Chaordic Alliance, and works full-time with the Alliance on its projects and educational programs. Joel was Associate Director of the F.B. Heron Foundation, a New York-based private foundation that supports community development projects nationally, from 1996 to 1999. He helped the foundation craft and implement investment strategies to advance its charitable purposes. From 1987 to 1994, Joel worked for the Joyce Foundation in Chicago, first as a program officer and then as Vice President for Programs, being responsible for over $18 million in grants annually. At Joyce, Joel pioneered an innovative approach to program management, organizing staff into cross-program teams to speed learning and dynamically synchronize program strategies. Prior to entering the foundation world, Joel worked with Catholic Charities on the west side of Chicago, with Borg-Warner and Booz-Allen & Hamilton, and with a political action committee and Presidential exploratory committee. Joel earned an M.B.A. from the University of Chicago business school and an A.B. from Dartmouth College in Religion.
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Steve Hock studied English and European literature at the University of Washington and law and economics at the University of Chicago. In 1977 he became a trial attorney with Thelen, Reid & Priest LLP (Thelen), where he also served as Managing Partner from 1992-1997. In 1997 he became Of Counsel to Thelen in order to work with The Chaordic Alliance (TCA) and to found Triaxsys Research LLC (Triaxsys). Steve has worked with TCA on organizational efforts in numerous fields and on development of the Chaordic Commons of Terra Civitas. Triaxsys provides research and consulting services to assist organizations with challenges arising from the relationship between the nature of organization and complex systemic problems. Steve frequently speaks at conferences and publishes widely.
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Thomas J. Hurley is Managing Director of The Chaordic Alliance (TCA) and serves on its Board of Directors. Prior to joining TCA, Tom served for 17 years with the Institute of Noetic Sciences (IONS), a nonprofit research and education organization dedicated to the scientific and scholarly investigation of mind-body interactions and changing belief systems in health care, education, governance and business. Initially a Research Associate and then its Director of Education, he also served for six years on IONS’ Senior Management Team and for five years on its Board of Directors. After leaving the Institute of Noetic Sciences, Tom co-founded and directed Philanthropy for the 21st Century, an initiative aimed at exploring the role that philanthropy can play in addressing the most profound challenges and opportunities of the coming era. He earned his M.S. in futures research from the University of Houston at Clear Lake City and holds a black belt in aikido. 
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Sally Mahé is project manager for the United Religions Initiative, a global interfaith organization based at the Presidio in San Francisco. Since the inception of the URI in 1996, Sally has served in organizational development, charter development and publications. Currently Sally supports the development of URI groups (called Cooperation Circles) around the world. Sally holds a masters degree in education from Harvard University and a masters degree in spiritual counseling from General Episcopal Seminary in New York City.
